On Tuesday, April 6, 2010, qualified voters within the Municipality of Anchorage will:
o Elect five Assembly Members and two School Board members and
e Vote area-wide on four bond propositions (Props. 1-4) and one land exchange proposition (Prop. 5).
Voters residing in designated service areas will vote on issues that apply only to their service areas
(Prop. 6). Voters residing in some service areas will also elect members to their respective service
area boards.

This Ballot Review lists the names of the Assembly and School Board candidates and office sought, as well as
information about the ballot propositions.

More information? The Municipality will also publish the list of polling places, the list of service area
candidates, the ballot propositions, and current bonded indebtedness in the Anchorage Daily News on
Monday, April 5, 2010, and on the Municipality’s web site (www.muni.org/elections).

Who may vote? Anyone who was registered to vote in Alaska by March 7, 2010, and who has lived within
the Municipality of Anchorage for at least 30 days.

When do | vote: Vote on Tuesday, April 6, 2010, between 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m.

Where do | vote? If you have your social security number or voter identification number (on your voter
registration card), call the State’s automated Polling Place locator at 269-8683 to find your polling place.

You may also type your street address at MyNeighborhood (neighborhood.muni.org) and select Political
from the pull-down menu. Or you may call the Municipal Clerk’s Office at 343-4311, State Elections Office at
522-8683, or the League of Women Voters at 274-8477.

Absentee voting in person or by mail or fax: If you know you will be unable to vote at your polling place on
election day or wish to vote early, you may cast an absentee ballot in person (beginning March 22, 2010),
through the mail, or by fax. Applications for absentee by mail ballots or absentee by fax ballots must be
received by the Clerk’s Office by 5:00 p.m. March 30, 2010. Applications are available at
www.muni.org/elections or call 243-VOTE (243-8683).

Voting by personal representative: Anchorage voters hospitalized on election day may request, by

10:30 a.m., delivery of a ballot by an elections official. Voters with a disability may designate a person to

pickup and deliver their ballot; the ballot should be picked up at the voter’s precinct. Call the Clerk’s

Office at 343-4311 for more information.




Voting on Service area bonds: Bond-related projects such as roads and parks are organized into service
areas with various geographic boundaries; only taxpayers in those service areas pay for the bonded
projects. However, the law requires what is called the “full faith and credit” of the Municipality, which
means that a bond proposition in a service area must be approved by a majority of voters throughout
the Municipality as well as by a majority of voters in the service area. For example, all qualified voters
vote on the Anchorage road (ARDSA) bonds but only taxpayers in the ARDSA pay for them. In this
election, this applies to Propositions 1 (ARDSA roads), and 3 (AFSA fire). Other bond related projects,
like public safety and public transportation (Propositions 2 and 4) are funded area-wide and paid for by
all Anchorage taxpayers.

Candidates: Qualified voters residing in the Municipality of Anchorage may vote for a candidate listed
by filling in the oval next to the name or write in the name of a person qualified to hold that office and
fill in the oval next to the name. All are 3 year terms ending in 2013. Assembly members are elected to
designated area seats. School Board members are elected at large but to designated seats, meaning
each represents all areas of the Municipality. All candidates win with a simple majority. Candidates’
names appear in a random alphabetical order on the ballot.

PROPOSITION 1 - $37,090,000 ANCHORAGE ROADS AND DRAINAGE SERVICE AREA ROAD AND STORM
DRAINAGE BONDS (AO 2010-13)

These bonds would pay for road construction, roadway safety improvements, drainage collection and
treatment, and related capital improvements in the Anchorage Roads and Drainage Service Area
(ARDSA). The ARDSA includes much of the Anchorage Bowl. The ARDSA does not include Girdwood,
Eagle River/Chugiak, and most of the Hillside.

For property in the ARDSA assessed at $100,000, estimated annual costs are $11.84 to retire the debt
and $0.28 to pay for new annual operations and maintenance (O&M) costs. The new O&M costs would
increase the Municipal tax cap by up to $70,000.

Only property owners in the ARDSA would be taxed for these bonds. There would be no cost to
property owners in Girdwood, Indian, Bird Creek, Eagle River/Chugiak, and most of the Hillside.
However, the full faith and credit of the Municipality must guarantee the bonds. Consequently, passage

requires approval by voters residing in the ARDSA as well as by voters in the entire Municipality. To be

voted on by qualified voters residing in the Municipality of Anchorage.

PROPOSITION 2 - $250,000. AREAWIDE PUBLIC SAFETY CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS
(AO 2010 -9)

These bonds would provide public safety upgrades by paying for a new Sand Lake ambulance and
related capital improvements. For property assessed at $100,000, estimated annual costs are $0.06 to
retire the debt and $2.25 per year to cover increased annual operations and maintenance costs (O&M).
The additional 0&M costs would increase the municipal tax cap by up to $800,000

Property owners throughout the Municipality would be taxed for these bonds. To be voted on by
qualified voters residing in the Municipality of Anchorage.

PROPOSITION 3 - $1,150,000 ANCHORAGE FIRE SERVICE AREA FIRE PROTECTION BONDS (A0O2010-5)

These bonds would pay for replacement fire engines for use within the Anchorage Fire Service Area
(AFSA). The Anchorage Fire Service Area (AFSA) includes the Anchorage bowl, Eagle River and most of
the Hillside, but it does not include Chugiak, Birchwood, Peters Creek, Girdwood, and portions of Glen
Alps and Rabbit Creek.

For property in the AFSA assessed at $100,000, estimated annual costs are $0.31 to retire the debt.

Only property owners in the AFSA would be taxed for these bonds. There would be no cost to
Chugiak, Birchwood, Peters Creek, Girdwood, and portions of Glen Alps and Rabbit Creek. However,
the full faith and credit of the Municipality must guarantee the bonds. Consequently, passage requires
approval by voters residing in the AFSA as well as by voters in the entire Municipality.

To be voted on by qualified voters residing in the Municipality of Anchorage.



PROPOSITION 4 - $932,000 AREAWIDE TRANSPORTATION CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS
(AO 2010 -6)

These bonds would be used to upgrade paratransit (AnchorRIDES) and service vehicles and make other
transit fleet improvements.

For property assessed at $100,000, estimated annual costs are $0.23 to retire the debt and $0.05 per
year to cover increased annual operations and maintenance costs (O&M). The additional O&M costs
would increase the municipal tax cap by up to $15,000. Property owners throughout the Municipality
would be taxed for these bonds. To be voted on by qualified voters residing in the Municipality of
Anchorage.

Projects expected to be funded include, but are not limited to:

Transit Improvements/Facilities:
e  Bus stop improvements
e Improvements to existing fleet — fare boxes, locator systems
e |TS/Automated operating systems

e Management information system

Transit Vehicles and Upgrades:
e (Capital maintenance/vehicle overhaul — engines, transmissions
e  Paratransit/transit vehicles
e Maintenance support vehicles
e Transit fleet expansion & replacement of existing vehicles

PROPOSITION 5 - EXCHANGE OF 2.77 ACRES OF MUNICIPAL LAND FOR 2.73 ACRES OF PRIVATE LAND
TO EXPAND SISTERHOOD PARK, PROVIDE OFF-STREET PARKING AND REDUCE SAFETY AND TRAFFIC
ISSUES ON 48™ AND VAN BUREN STREET

(AO 2010-11)

This proposition approves an equal value exchange of 2.77 more or less (M/L) acres of Municipal Land
for 2.73 acres M/L of private land. The Municipal Land to be exchanged includes 1.90 acres M/L of
dedicated Municipal Park Land in Sisterhood Park and .87 acres of non-dedicated Municipal Land,
located in or adjacent to Tract 4, Crossroads Business Park Subdivision. The Municipality receives 2.73
acres M/L of adjacent private land, legally described as a portion of Tract 5B-1.

If the exchange is approved, the 2.73 acres of private land shall be dedicated as municipal park land,
added to Sisterhood Park, provide off-street parking, and reduce safety and traffic issues on 48" and
Van Buren Streets.

There is no cost to the Municipality as a result of this exchange. To be voted on by all voters residing
within the Municipality of Anchorage.



PROPOSITION 6: Approving an Amendment to the Board of Supervisors Requirement and Conversion
of the Mountain Park/Robin Hill Limited Road Service Area to a Rural Road Service Area, Retroactive
to January 1, 2010. (AO 2010-11)

Shall the Mountain Park/Robin Hill Limited Road Service Area delete the requirement for at least one
board member from the Sun Valley Heights area and shall the Limited Road Service Area be converted
to a Rural Service area, retroactive to January 1, 2010?

To be voted on by all voters residing within the Mountain Park/Robin Hill Limited Road Service Area.
